5. At this stage you may be asked to 'Cancel' or 'Allow' 

this installation to continue as a security measure of User 

Account Controls, Choose Allow in order to complete 

setup.  

 

6. When setup has completed, Click Finish. You will 

then be able to begin using VoxEnable™ after starting 

the program, usually found under the Programs tab of the

Testing Dragon Connection 

In order to use VoxEnable™, you will need to have Dragon® NaturallySpeaking® 9 or above 

installed and working on your computer. In order to check your connection, you can right click on 

the VoxEnable™ Icon in the system tray (bottom right of screen), and choose ‘Check Dragon 

Connection'.  

If working correctly, the pop-up box will confirm your connection is OK.  

If you are not properly connected, first exit VoxEnable™, then restart Dragon®  

NaturallySpeaking®. You will then need to restart VoxEnable™. If the problem persists please 

check our FAQs, consult our forum, or send us an e-mail via the contact page on our website.  

Activating VoxEnable™ Application Command Sets 

To activate application command sets for 

VoxEnable™ you right click on the 

VoxEnable™ Icon in the system tray 

(bottom right of screen), and choose 

Supported Applications.  

This screen will show you the voice enabled 

applications available to use. Click 

Activate on the application you wish to 

utilise, and enter your license number when 

prompted. You should have received your 

license number in an order confirmation 

email or will be supplied by your reseller.
